The application process consists of:

a) Return of this completed form by with a $55 Registration Fee by May 1. Your application is not complete until we receive this fee. This fee will be refunded only if you are not selected or if the tour is cancelled.

b) Initial approval of application by the selection committee.

c) Final approval by the selection committee after the first orientation weekend.  

Note: 

· Participants will be notified of a payment schedule for costs. Failure to meet this payment schedule without making other arrangements will be deemed as withdrawal from the tour.

· You will require a passport that will remain valid until six months after the trip.

· Tatamagouche Centre reserves the right to cancel this tour for any reason.  Cancellation might occur, for example, if a minimum number of participants are not selected, or if it is deemed that travel to Guatemala is not possible (i.e. natural or other disasters). 

· The tour includes two orientation sessions and a debriefing weekend upon return on a mutually-agreed date.  These sessions are an important and mandatory part of the delegation.
